It  
features rolling hills, a nature trail, covered 
pavilions, play equipment, and a restroom next to 
the test.

Directions from US 15 north, I 70 west or I 270 south, 
take I 270 south of Frederick, MD to exit 26 and go east on 
MD-80/Fingerboard Rd 7.6 miles to Kemptown Church Rd. 
Turn right onto Kemptown Church Rd, go 0.6 mi to 
Kemptown Elementary School and turn into the school. Go 
north around the school to the park which is just behind the 
school. Pavilions #3 and 4 are the second pavilions on the 
left.

Directions from I 70 (connecting to I 695 and I 95 
north or south) take MD-27 south (exit 68) and turn 
left onto MD-27 south (Ridge Rd). Go 0.7 miles to a 
slight right onto Penn Shop Rd. Go 3.1 miles to 
Fingerboard Rd (MD-80) and turn right. Turn left onto 
Kemptown Church Rd in 0.6 miles and follow the 
directions above.

Spectators are encouraged at this fun event. Lunch available, large 
covered space and restrooms. Pet dogs may attend, but need to be crated 

or on a leash and under control at all times.
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
